Division Approach
« Would still provide more seats to schools with greater applicants
« Does not increase geographic representation

Pyramid Approach

* Only one pyramid, the Annandale pyramid, has more than one middle
school. Using this approach would disadvantage the Annandale
pyramid.

School Approach

» A school level lottery would significantly limit the number of available
seats for the schools with greater interest. For example, Carson MS
had 37 attending students admitted to the class of 2024. With a
school-level approach, Carson MS would be limited to 18 admitted
students.

« Recognition that TJHSST could better represent NoVa
demographics and draw from many more FCPS
underrepresented schools

« Focus on test prep, over-acceleration in mathematics and high
grades in middle school (both systemic in FCPS) contribute to
students having gaps in deeper learning, and these students are
then perceived as unprepared at TJHSST

« Support for student interviews or a “candidates weekend” that
would evaluate passion for STEM, but watch for extroverts being
over-identified compared to introverts

* Mixed reviews about value of teacher recommendations when not
all middle schools have equal experiences sending students to
TJHSST
